The first opportunity may be limited by the presiding officer to conclude at about 8:00 p.m. in
order for the Board to continue with its scheduled agenda. The second opportunity will occur at about 9:00 p.m. at the discretion
of the presiding officer taking into consideration a break in the agenda.

At every opportunity for public comment, citizens are invited to comment on subjects on the agenda or general topics. At the
discretion of the presiding officer, public comments may be permitted at other times.

Please remember this is a public meeting. Anything you say will be a public record. As a result, pursuant to law, the Board of
Education cannot respond to you publicly concerning certain matters, such as those regarding an individual student or
personnel. If there is a matter that you wish to remain private concerning personnel or students, please contact the
Superintendent’s Office. Public comment periods shall also be governed by the following rules:

1. Persons wishing to speak must, upon being recognized, rise, sign in, and state their names and addresses.

2. [Each speaker shall be limited to four minutes. The Board Recorder will note the time. A speaker who has not finished in
the allotted time will be directed by the presiding officer to summarize quickly and relinquish the floor within 30 seconds
(bylaw 0167).

3. Comments shall be limited to issues. If personal remarks or discourteous statements are made, the presiding officer
shall require the speaker to stop.

4. All statements shall be directed to the presiding officer, no participant may address or question Board members
individually.

5. No participants may speak more than once on the same topic until all others who wish to speak on that topic have been
heard.

6. Questions requiring investigation shall be referred by the Board to the Superintendent’s Office for consideration and
later response. A participant may be asked to submit such questions in written format.

Whereas, at its meeting on April 27, 2021, the Commission adopted a decision finding
probable cause for the alleged violations of N.J.S.A. 18A:12-24(b) and N.J.S.A. 18A:12-24(c) in
Counts 1 and 2, and N.J.S.A. 18A:12-24.1(g) in Count 3 of the Complaint, and transmitting the
above-captioned matter to the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) for a plenary hearing; and

Whereas, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) issued an Initial Decision dated December 1,
2021; and

Whereas, at its meeting on February 25, 2022, and after thoroughly reviewing and considering
the full record, the Commission voted adopt the ALJ’s conclusion that Respondent violated
N.J.S.A. 18A:12-24(b), N.J.S.A. 18A:12-24(c), and N.J.S.A. 18A:12-24.1(g), and the
recommended penalty of censure; and

Whereas, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:12-29(c), the Commission’s decision was forwarded to the
Commissioner of Education (Commissioner) for final determination on the recommended
